Sec. 08.62.157. Duties of licensed pilots. (a) A 

person licensed under this chapter has a 

primary duty to safely navigate vessels under 

the pilot's direction and control and to protect life 

and property and the marine environment while 

engaged in the provision of pilot services. 

 

As a general rule, AMP provides these services 

within the 3 mile limit of state waters, but 

sometimes, as is the case at the Red Dog Mine 

and Kotzebue Sound, our work goes beyond 3 
miles.
